- Group management/leadership skills

- Ability to follow a curriculum that guides technical and fitness focus
- Organization and good communication skills
- Emails out to group ahead of practices
- Communicate with co-coach
- Communication within practice to participants
- Works with Paddling Manager to evaluate and improve programming

Training requirements: (organization will work with you to acquire these)
- Background check
- Safesport (renewed every 2 years)
- Heads Up concussion training (renewed every 2 years)
- First Aid training (annually)
- CPRtraining (every 3 years)
- Water Safety
- Canoe-specific training

reports to Loppet Sport Director. Hourly pay rate is $20 per hour, with both coaching and coordination time being paid
hours.
